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RETURN TRANSPORTATION AGREEMENT

DEAR PROSPECTIVE INTERNATIONAL STUDENT:

The policy of Landmark Baptist College is that we do not assist students in the purchase of airline tickets. We understand that
many countries require the purchase of round-trip airline tickets as a prerequisite to a visa being granted; however, if at all
possible, we recommend that you purchase a one-way ticket only in your country before coming to the United States. Upon
arrival to the US you may then purchase your return ticket home near time of your departure. Many of our students have been
told by the airline companies that it is less expensive to purchase round-trip airline tickets with an “open-ended departure
date”; however, we have learned through experience that this is not always true. If you are not required to have a round-trip
ticket before being granted a visa, it is to your advantage to make the necessary financial arrangements to purchase your
airline ticket after you come have come to Landmark Baptist College. Arrangements will be made to keep your return flight
money in a safe deposit box until near the time for your departure home.

Your acceptance as a student is conditional on the basis that you have the money (in U.S. Dollars) to buy a return airline ticket
when you arrive on campus or have a return ticket in your possession. You may estimate the amount needed according to the
price paid for your ticket to the United States. You are required to submit your return ticket (or the money necessary to
purchase the ticket) to the Student Affairs Office upon arrival at Landmark Baptist College. If you cannot meet these
requirements upon arrival, you will not be registered for school, and you will be immediately deported to your country
at your own expense. Upon which the U.S Immigration and Naturalization Service would require you to cancel your 1-20
form and F-1 Student Visa.

All arriving flights are required to arrive into Orlando International Airport. Flights booked to arrive in Tampa or
Miami will require you to find transportation to the LBC Campus at your own expense. For flights booked to arrive in
Orlando, we will arrange for you to be transported to the college campus.
